According to Agenda 21, the central axis of Sustainable Development is
sustainability, which makes the environmental conservation, social justice and
economical growth compatible.

Ruled by the Agenda 21, the search for sustainability is based on the co-
responsibility, that is, the joint operation of the society, companies, retail and
public power.

programs.

The society, beneficiary of the consumer goods, plays a key role in this
equation, with the following objectives: adoption of conscious consumption
habits, by acquiring only what is necessary, fully valuing each product and at
the same time performing the correct forwarding of its waste, enabling the
selective discard of empty packages so that they do not become waste and
return to the productive system for recycling.
